To make the folded Your Rights Restored
Pocket Guide:

1. Print the template onto 8 1/2” by 117

2. Cut along the dashed line

3. Fold in half width wise at the dotted line
4. Fold in half at the dotted line
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. You may file a written request with a court to restore your
civil rights pursuant to this law if your official
documentation of your release from prison is lost,
damaged, or destroyed.

e Upon your release from prison, you must be given an
official document restoring your above listed rights (and
the date those rights are restored).

Important Reminders

e After July 1, 2019 you DO NOT need a court order or

proof of discharge from parole or probation to restore your

civil right to vote in Nevada.

In 2019, Nevada lawmakers passed Assembly Bill 431, a new
law that gives back the rights to Nevadans who were
convicted of a crime but are not currently incarcerated
effective July 1, 2019. The Office of the Attorney General
started an initiative to communicate, demonstrate, and
provide information to guide formerly incarcerated persons in
the process of restoring their civil rights, as granted by the
Nevada Legislature.

Your right to hold public office is restored after four (4)
years following the date of your discharge from
probation.
