1. Call to order, roll call of members, and establish quorum. 

Suzanne Ramos called the meeting to order at 11:04 a.m., took roll call and 
established quorum. 
 

2. Public comment.  

There was no public comment at this time. 

3. Review and approval of September 7, 2012 minutes. (For possible action.) 

Suzanne Ramos asked for a motion on the minutes from the meeting on 
September 7, 2012. Mike Freda made the motion to approve the minutes. 
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Barbara Aupperle seconded the motion. Motion carried. Meeting minutes 
approved. 
 

4. Discuss council member vacancies. (For possible action.) 

Kareen Prentice stated that waivers have not been received from Anya Arechiga 
Gonzalez and Larry Mosley. Ms. Prentice stated that these two members cannot 
be discussed at this time. Kareen Prentice stated that waivers be sent to the two 
members. 
 
Ms. Prentice stated that Traci Dory is resigning effective December 1, 2012. Ms. 
Prentice stated that Wendy Sue Ronovech has resigned by e-mail. Michael 
Sprinkle is stepping down due to new appointment; conflict of interest (waiting on 
resignation letter). Suzanne Ramos stated that Staci Alonso is not resigning, so 
need to change on attendance sheet and place zero percentage for attendance. 
Ms. Prentice stated that Staci Alonso does attend the Public Information 
Committee Meetings, but not the Council Meetings. (Please see attached 2012

Ms. Prentice stated that recommitment letters need to be sent out with a deadline 
of December 31, 2012 for the members with appointment dates ending on 
December 2012 and January 2013 (Christina Jones Brady, Valerie Cooney, 
Michael Freda, Ph.D., Anya Arechiga Gonzalez, Christina Hernandez, and Eileen 
Herrington). Michael Freda stated that he e-mailed Lisa South with his intention 
to recommit. 
 
Suzanne Ramos asked for a motion on sending out recommitment letters. Mike 
Freda made the motion to approve sending out recommitment letters. Barbara
